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Shakespeare Dead is a short, semi-autobiographical work by
American humorist Mark Twain. It explores the controversy
over the authorship of the Shakespearean literary canon via
satire, anecdote, and extensive quotation of contemporary
authors on the subject. It was published in April 1909 by Harper
and Brothers, twelve months before Mark Twains death. The
book attracted controversy for incorporating a chapter from
The Shakespeare Problem Restated by George Greenwood
without permission or proper credit, an oversight Twain
blamed on the accidental omission of a footnote by the printer.
The book has been described as one of his least well received
and most misunderstood works. Although she admits that
Twain appears to have been sincere in his beliefs concerning
Shakespeare, Karen Lystra argues that the essay reveals
satirical intentions that went beyond the ShakespeareBacon
controversy of the time.
